Demonstrate competence in teaching by implementing current, thorough knowledge of
curriculum and subject matter, being able to communicate effectively with students,
(both verbally and written) and being able to organize classroom learning and materials
to maximize student time on task, as well as motivate student learning.

Counsel students for the purpose of improving performance, appropriate behavior,
problem solving techniques, and a variety of personal issues.

Demonstrate and differentiate methods required to perform classroom and/or subject
specific assignments for the purpose of providing an effective program that addresses
individual student needs.
